● $65 per month to be paid directly to Lamar Athletic Booster Club via the 

OneCause link. 
● Fee includes monthly feed, monthly hay/alfalfa, and credit card usage fee 

from OneCause. 
● Link will be sent via the Lamb & Goat Band App
● Benefits? Saves you a trip to the feed store, limits the variations of 

availability of certain feeds when we order in bulk, limits theft of feed 
amongst members, maintains less mess around the barn.

● Supervising Ag Teacher is responsible for the delivery of the order 
bi-weekly.  

● First order will begin in November. Payment is due Oct. 30th

● Quality Counts is a program from the Texas Youth Livestock program that ensures 

ethical treatment of livestock projects through the FFA and is required for students 
to complete for their ability to participate in any Texas Major Livestock Show (HLSR, 
Fort Worth, etc.) 

● Details with login will be emailed and printed for livestock exhibitors 
● The course will take approximately 2 hours to complete. You may leave and come 

back to the course
● You must complete the exam once you start it, but you can take it as many times as 

needed to achieve an 80% or higher.
● Make sure you write down your QUALITY COUNTS NUMBER. You will need this
